Hannah’s House

Hannah’s House, if you are not aware, is a shelter for homeless young women who are
between 13 and 17 years of age, run by our church and funded largely by Department of
Communities. We can house and care for up to five girls at a time for anything up to three
months.

It is important we realise that here in Ipswich, in 21% century Australia, children as young as
13 are homeless, have no effective guardian in their lives and nobody who is able to care for
them and give them love and shelter.

There is, in society, a general notion that these kids could go home if they chose; that they are
predominantly naughty kids who just want their own way. Whilst that is true for some, it is a
long way from the truth for the majority we see at Hannah’s House. Most of our residents long for and
crave a sense of belonging, and people who genuinely care about them, a family maybe.

What an enormous opportunity for us as a Church to reach out and embrace these young people as they
come, offer our love and support, get to know them and understand that most of them are young people
whose lives and spirits have been crushed and broken for one reason or another.

What a privilege and enormous joy to introduce them to a loving Father, whose purpose is to restore
dignity and purpose and hope to these young ones, to offer them an opportunity to turn their lives around.
It is our mandate to support them whilst they make these decisions for their future lives and to help them
to plot a pathway that will get them started on the rest of their lives.

If you want to come on the journey with us, watch this space over the
coming months as we take the steps to make this more and more possible.

Thank you for your support and interest and remember that of ourselves
we can do nothing, but we CAN do all things through Christ who
strengthens us!!!
